








WORK TO CONTRACT NOTICE

Despite our consistent good-faith efforts to negotiate
a new contract, the district continues to stall and make
unreasonable demands. We have decided to send a
strong message that we will not allow P.E.A. members
to be taken for granted.

Starting immediately and until further notice work to
the contract!

* Swipe in at your contractual time.
* Swipe out on time every day.

* Do not enter the building off the clock. Many teach
ers use their personal time during the summer to set
up their class, not this year! If you’re not officially
on the clock you may not be covered by workers
compensation laws. Don'’t do it!

* Preparation time is your time! You must have at
least one prep period per day. Lost preps must be
made up that day. Grade level meetings may not be
scheduled during your prep periods.

e Instructional Assistants and secretaries are entitled
to breaks. Take them!
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e If you are asked to cover a class you can accept or

reject the offer. If you accept, ask for the class cov

erage compensation form on the spot.

* You are entitled to a 40- minute Duty Free lunch.

Take it!

* Decline participation in before or after school meet

ings unless you are receiving monetary compensa

tion for your participation at the contractual rate

(this does not include faculty meetings).

» Evening Meetings - You are contractually responsi

ble to attend four evening meetings. You have al

ready met this responsibility; all of these dates have

been held already. No other evening meetings

should be attended

* File grievances if any contractual language is not

upheld.

e File violence and vandalism reports.
